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		  ‘The cooking pots have been axed!’ We teachers in the Luwingu 
Secondary School in Zambia woke up hearing this shocking news. The students, 
young growing African youth, had been complaining to the boarding master 
that the food they were getting in the dining hall wasn’t enough. The boarding 
master’s excuse was that the pots they had in the dormitory kitchens were only 
big enough to cook what they served. This problem was never brought up with 
the principal or the teachers. The teenage students’ minds were ignited by some 
short-sighted adults who advised them to enter the kitchen in the night and wreck 
all the pots with axes so that the boarding master would be forced to buy new 
pots.
		  But little did they know that acquiring big pots in that remote 
town would take a long time  because of the difficulty in getting sanction  from 
the ministry .There was no way to cook even some simple breakfast porridge for 
them. Officials from the education ministry rushed to Luwingu, sacked the prin-
cipal and closed the school indefinitely. Students did not have money to buy bus 
ticket to go home to their villages and were stuck in the dormitories with no food.

		  A simple problem that could have been solved quite easily had 
there been a proper avenue for discussion instead ended up in complete chaos 
and damaged the students’ futures as well as the principal’s. Finally, we teach-
ers pooled together one week’s pay from each of our pay cheques, bought new 
pots and classes resumed after a long disruption. From there on out, we started 
scheduling regular meetings every two weeks between the staff and the student 
prefects. Never again did we have problems like that.

		  At school and even at home, I have seen that if we take the time 
to sit down together in a peaceful place for an honest and open discussion, we 
can come out with very fruitful solutions to our problems. As small children, my 
sister and I used to quarrel bitterly, pinching each other, pushing and crying. We 
laugh about it now! My father was the best mediator. He would make us talk it 
out with each other and by the end of it, we often forgot what we had even started 
fighting about. We would walk away holding hands and all was well with the 
world. Oh, we miss him. 

		  In all walks of life, as I found out later, a group discussion can 
almost always get us to an amicable solution even if it takes more time and far 
more patience. While setting questions for examinations with my colleagues, 
agreeing on the menu for an event, finalizing the agenda for a meeting, I can’t 
begin to list all the times I’ve been convinced of the value in coming to a decision 
after putting our heads together.
